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Watercolor Painting: Every other Monday we relax and 
play with watercolor paints together! In these workshops 
we have both beginners and more experienced members 
who create watercolor artworks alongside each other, 
sharing tips and tricks along the way. We have a variety of 
watercolor projects to choose from, or you are welcome 
to bring your own. If you are new to watercolor, we will 
show you beginning techniques to get you started with 
the medium. 
Beginning Fel�ng: Join us in our beginning fel�ng 
workshops! If you are new to fel�ng, 
please come along and learn how to felt! Each workshop 
there will be a beginning project where you will learn how 
to create a small object to atach to either a magnet or a  
brooch pin. We provide all supplies necessary! 
Cra� Corner: Come learn how to create adorable cra�s 
with fabric, acrylic paint, felt and more. We will have 
samples, inspira�onal images and plenty of paterns for 
everyone to create completely unique characters and 
cra�s.  
Cards By Diane: Diane Miller teaches a card making 
workshop where you assemble two cards that have been 
specially designed by Diane. You will leave the workshop 
with two beau�ful cards for special occasions. *Supplies 
Fee: $5 (please bring $5 in cash to pay Diane) 
Drawing with Pastels: In this workshop you get to choose 
between chalk or oil pastels and create drawings. If you 
are new to drawing, we will show you a few basics to get 
 you started. We will have images for you to use for 
inspira�on if you are unsure what to draw. 
Crochet: Join us to create really cute crochet cra�s. We 
will stuff your characters and criters with poly-fill and 
there will be an op�on to use butons or googly eyes! In 
this workshop you will learn how to create a cute 
crocheted item. We will have paterns that use beginning 
techniques so everyone is welcome! 
 

Beginning Drawing: Join us as we walk you 
step-by-step through simple drawings. We have paterns for 
flowers, plants, and animals. Each month there will be new 
projects to choose from, no experience necessary.  
Acrylic Pain�ng: Come prac�ce basic techniques in acrylic 
pain�ng, including prac�ce in color mixing and blending. 
These workshops are tailored towards beginners, but more 
experienced painters are welcome! We provide all of the 
supplies necessary but if you like working with specific 
products you are welcome to bring your own supplies. You 
get to choose your pain�ng surface, we have canvases in a 
variety of sizes, small rocks, terracota pots, and canvas 
totes to choose from. 
Beaded Jewelry: In this workshop members will show you 
how to create beau�ful bracelets, necklaces, or earrings for 
yourself or to give as a gi�. You will have the opportunity to 
pick from an assortment of beads and she will show you 
how to  
assemble these into jewelry, no experience necessary. 
Crochet for Threads for Compassion: This summer we 
partnered with the YWCA and Threads of Compassion to 
create scarfs for women who recently experienced sexual 
violence. The members made scarfs to donate for these 
purposes. At the end of the summer, the scarfs were 
packaged and taken to the YWCA Rape Crisis Center. For

Ceramic Studio Thursdays: On Thursdays we reserve the Art 
Studio for ceramic work! This means that every Thursday 
you can come in any�me during studio hours to create 
whatever ceramic piece you would like. These days are 
operated as “come and go” studio �mes, which allows you 
to arrive and leave whenever suits your schedule between 
10:30am and when the studio closes at 2pm. If you are new 
to working with clay Wynter will be there to assist with any 
needs and help you get started using handbuilding 
techniques.  
Open Studio: This is time set aside in the Art Studio for 
members to create whatever you want, or to finish any 
project that you have already started. Our Arts Coordinator, 
Wynter, will be there to assist with any needs, so you are 
welcome to bring any project or try something new in a 
supportive environment. You can utilize the materials that 
we have to offer or you can bring your own materials and 
utilize the space. *Please note that this is not time to start a 
new clay project. Beginning clay projects are reserved for 
Thursdays only.  
 
*All workshops are located in the Art Studio (room 151). We 
provide all supplies necessary, so there are no additional 
costs for these workshops.
