« Shelter indoors, away from flying debris.

+ Go to your basement, storm cellar, safe
room or lowest level of your home.

+ Go to the most interior hallway or room
without windows. Stay away from windows
and doors.

« Avoid places/rooms with wide-span roofs
(cafeterias, gymnasiums, shopping malls).

+ Don't try to outrun a tornado in your car. It's
one of the most unsafe places to be during
a tornado.

+ Don't seek shelter in drainage systems, cul-
verts or ditches because of flash flooding.
